* The other shooters in your group must countersign
your scorecard. And you do theirs.

+ Only the highest score you turn in will count.

+ If you are an NFAA member, you will be eligible for all
NFAA awards. If you're not an NFAA member you
will still be eligible for the Club Championship.

* ALL Awards will be handed out at the Annual Award
Dinner scheduled for November.

+ If you are an NFAA member, and want an NFAA
certified award, please note on your scorecards
which awards you qualified for. A poster is in the
clubhouse with the list of applicable awards.

« If you shoot in the State Field Championship, held at
the range in June, both of those scores will count
towards the 3 scores needed to qualify for the Club
Championship.
